God is in Control and Human Plans Change 

  “Paul knew the importance of holiness and sincerity in word and action, especially in a situation as in Corinth, 

where constructive criticism was necessary.  So, Paul did not come with impressive human knowledge (worldly 

wisdom).  God wants us to be real and transparent in all of our relationships.  If we aren’t, we may end up lowering 

ourselves to spreading rumors, gossiping, and second-guessing. 

“Paul had recently made a brief, unscheduled visit to Corinth that was very painful for him and the church (see 

2:1).  After that visit, he told the church when he would return.  But Paul changed his original travel plans.  Instead 

of sailing from Ephesus to Corinth before going to Macedonia, he traveled from Ephesus directly to Macedonia, 

where he wrote a letter to the Corinthians that caused him much anguish and then much sorrow (7:8-9).  He had made 

his original plans thinking that the church would have solved its problems.  When the time came for Paul’s scheduled 

trip to Corinth, however, the crisis had not been fully resolved (although progress was being made in some areas; 

7:11-16).  So, he wrote a letter instead (2:3-4; 7:8) because another visit may have only made matters worse.  Thus, 

Paul stayed away from Corinth because he was concerned over the church’s unity, not because he was fickle. 

“Paul’s change of plans caused some of his accusers to say that he couldn’t be trusted, hoping to undermine his 

authority.  Paul said that he was not the type of person to say “yes” when he means “no” [1:17].  Paul explained that 

it was not indecision but a concern for their feelings that forced him to change his plans,  The reason for his trip — 

to bring joy (1:24) — could not be accomplished with the present crisis.  Paul didn’t want to visit them only to rebuke 

them severely (1:23).  Just as the Corinthians could trust Giod to keep His promises, they could trust Paul as God’s 

representative to keep his.  He would visit them, but at a better time.”  [©1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, The Life Application® Study 

Bible (NIV), ISBN: 9780842328753, published by Tyndale House Publishers, Inc., Wheaton, IL 60189.

 Satan does his best to snatch-away the Gospel message from potential Believers, as well as to poke holes in the 

heretofore resolute faith of mature saints.  After Paul left a city in which he founded a church, Judaizers would ooze 

into the new church and through their charisma and eloquent words do their best to denigrate Paul and the truth he 

preached.  However, unlike Paul, the Judaizers ingratiated themselves within the church, so that the parishioners 

believed they were doing them a favor by paying them for preaching and teaching them a perverted doctrine. 

 

2 Corinthians 11:7-15  [International Children’s Bible (ICB)] 

[In a later StudySheet/Lesson, we will study 2 Corinthians 11:7-12.  The passage is reproduced below to provide context on Paul’s contin-

ual battle with the Judaizers.] 
7 I preached God’s Good News to you without pay.  I made myself unimportant to make you im-

portant.  Do you think that was wrong?  8 I accepted pay from other churches.  I took their money so that 

I could serve you.  9 If I needed something when I was with you, I did not trouble any of you.  The broth-

ers who came from Macedonia gave me all that I needed.  I did not allow myself to depend on you in 

any way.  And I will never depend on you.  10 No one in Southern Greece will stop me from bragging 

about that.  I say this with the truth of Christ in me.  11 And why do I not depend on you?  Do you think 

it is because I do not love you?  No.  God knows that I love you. 
12 And I will keep on doing what I am doing now.  I will continue because I want to stop those peo-

ple from having a reason to brag.  They would like to say that the work they brag about is the same as 

ours.  13 Such men are not true apostles.  They are workers who lie.  And they change themselves to look 

like apostles of Christ.  14 This does not surprise us.  Even Satan changes himself to look like an angel of 

light.  15 So it does not surprise us if Satan’s servants also make themselves look like servants who work 

for what is right.

the original plan had been abandoned, whether this was the way in which St. Paul acted on it?  The passage has 

accordingly the interest of being indirectly a reference to our Lord’s teaching, showing, like Acts 20:35 (), that ‘the 

words of the Lord Jesus’ were habitually cited as rules of life.”  [©about 1880, Ellicott's Commentary for English Readers, edited

 The commentator Albert Barnes wrote this explanation about the phrase in him it has always been "Yes”: 

“[It w]as not one thing at one time, and another at another [time]. 

“He [Jesus] is the same, yesterday, today, and forever.  All that he says is true; all the promises that he makes 

are firm; all his declarations are faithful.  Paul may refer to the fact that the Lord Jesus when on earth was eminently 

characterized by truth.  Nothing was more striking than his veracity.  He called himself ‘the truth,’ as being eminently 

true in all his declarations.  ‘I am the way, and the truth, and the life;’ John 14:6; compare Revelation 3:7.  And thus 

[in] Revelation 3:14 () he is called ‘the faithful and true witness.’  In all his life he was eminently distinguished for 

that.  His declarations were simple truth; his narratives were simple, unvarnished, uncolored, unexaggerated state-

ments of what actually occurred.  He never disguised the truth; never prevaricated; never had any mental reservation; 

never deceived; never used any word, or threw in any circumstance, that was suited to lead the mind astray.  He 

himself said that this was the great object which he had in view in coming into the world.  ‘For this reason I was 

born, and for this I came into the world, to testify to the truth’ John 18:37. 

“As Jesus Christ was thus distinguished for simple truth, Paul felt that he was under sacred obligations to imitate 

him, and always to evince the same inviolable fidelity.  The most deeply felt obligation on earth is that which the 

Christian feels to imitate the Redeemer.”  [©1834, Notes on the Bible by Albert Barnes.  https://biblehub.com/commentaries/2_corin-

thians/1-19.htm]

you for your joy, because it is by faith you stand firm. 
 

Q18.  Why did Paul write “that it was in order to spare you that I did not return to Corinth”? 
 

 

 

 In 1 Corinthians 7:1a (), Paul acknowledges the letter the Corinthian Church had written to Paul asking 

“Questions about their faith.  In response, Paul wrote the [letter, which is now known as] 1st Corinthians. 

“[Unfortunately, the Corinthian] Church did not follow his instructions.  Paul had planned to visit them again, but 

instead he wrote [the 1st Corinthians] letter that caused sorrow [as Paul acknowledged in 2nd Corinthians 7:8-10 ] to give 

them another chance to change their ways.  He didn’t want to visit and repeat the same advice for the same problems.  

He wrote the emotional letter to encourage them to follow the advice that he had already given in previous letters 

and visits.”  [©1988, 1989, 1990, 1991, The Life Application® Study Bible (NIV), ISBN: 9780842328753, published by Tyndale House 

Publishers, Inc., Wheaton, IL 60189.

1 Corinthians 7:1a  [NIV-1984] 

Now for the matters you wrote about: 

 

2 Corinthians 7:8-10  [NIV-1984] 
8 Even if I caused you sorrow by my letter, I do not regret it.  Though I did regret it — I see that my 

letter hurt you, but only for a little while — 9 yet now I am happy, not because you were made sorry, but 

because your sorrow led you to repentance.  For you became sorrowful as God intended and so were not 

harmed in any way by us.  10 Godly sorrow brings repentance that leads to salvation and leaves no regret, 

but worldly sorrow brings death. 
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  We can empathize with the Corinthians.  They were new Believers; they had established friendships and ‘best 

friend forever’ relationships with family members and friends; they had established business arrangements.  Sud-

denly, “I am a new Believer!”  And then the realization hits as the Holy Spirit begins to work in the heart of the new 

Believer.  “Is my behavior honoring to Christ?”  The new Believer had to examine their behavior and then determine 

if changes needed to be made.  And as part of the faith journey the new Believer had to analyze current relationships 

to answer the question, “Are my relationships with loved ones and friends honoring or sinful?  Did they lead me to 

sin?  Oh, my!” 

After Paul left Corinth to continue his missionary journey, the new Believers probably felt reduced pressure to 

change.  And Judaizers came in and tweaked Paul’s message a bit further, thereby continuing to reduce the pressure 

to follow the Holy Spirit in their journey to overcome sin in their lives.  So, Paul had little choice but to confront the 

continuing sin in the lives of the Corinthian parishioners through his letters.

Mark 6:7-13  [NIV-1984] 
7 Then Jesus went around teaching from village to village. 

Calling the Twelve to him, he sent them out two by two [teams of two] and gave them authority over evil 

spirits.   
8 These were his instructions: "Take nothing for the journey except a staff — no bread, no bag, no 

money in your belts.  9 Wear sandals but not an extra tunic.  10 Whenever you enter a house, stay there 

until you leave that town.  11 And if any place will not welcome you or listen to you, shake the dust off 

your feet when you leave, as a testimony against them.” 
12 They went out and preached that people should repent.  13 They drove out many demons and 

anointed many sick people with oil and healed them.
