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Course DEScRIPTION

This course highlights God’s attributes and speaks to the situations of our day, answering
questions about life, human nature, and God. Students will find excitement in the

prophecies concerning Messiah and comfort in the prophetic words of encouragement.

The Commentary clarifies prophetic time periods, defines unfamiliar biblical terms,

and explains symbolic language. The first four weeks explore the book of Amos, and the

remaining 26 weeks concentrate on the study of Isaiah.
